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Abstract

The issue of the relationship between the Divine Essence and Divine Attributes has long been a subject of discussion in Islamic theology
and philosophy. Two major viewpoints have emerged in this regard: the doctrine of the addition of attributes to the essence (advocated by
the Ash'arites) and the doctrine of the identity of attributes with the essence (embraced by the Imami school and Islamic philosophers).
Drawing upon his philosophical principles, such as the primacy of existence (Asalat al-Wujid), the gradation of existence (Tashkik al-
Wujtd), and the simplicity of the Divine Essence, Mulla Sadra developed a novel interpretation of the theory of identity. By likening the
relationship between attributes and essence to the relationship between secondary philosophical intelligibles and existence, and by
employing the concept of restrictive qualification (haythiyyah taqyidiyyah), he explained the manner in which attributes are identical with
the Divine Essence. Using a descriptive—analytical and comparative method, this study examines the theory of the identity of attributes
with the Divine Essence from the perspectives of Mulla Sadra and religious texts, including the Holy Qur’an, Nahj al-Balaghah, and the
traditions of the Ahl al-Bayt. The findings indicate that Mulla Sadra explains identity through several stages, including the conceptual
distinction of attributes from the essence and from one another, their unity in external referent, the integrated nature of attributes, the
concomitance of their truth conditions, and the proportionality of attributes to the Divine Reality. Comparing these stages with the
traditions of the Infallible Imams (peace be upon them) reveals a profound harmony between Sadrian philosophical thought and transmitted
religious teachings. Consequently, the theory of identity not only does not conflict with religious texts but is in fact supported and
confirmed by them.
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Extended Abstract

The question of the relationship between the Divine Essence and Divine Attributes is one of the most
fundamental and enduring problems in Islamic theology and philosophy. The central issue is whether the
attributes attributed to God, such as knowledge, power, life, will, hearing, and sight, are realities added to the
Divine Essence or whether they are identical with the Essence itself. In the theological tradition, some non-
Imami schools, especially the Ash‘arites, defended the doctrine of the addition of attributes to the essence,
while Imami theologians and Islamic philosophers generally affirmed the identity of the attributes with the
Essence (1). A third position, associated with Qazi Saeed Qomi, tends toward a radical negation of attributes
from the Divine Essence (2). Within this intellectual context, Mulla Sadra reformulated the theory of identity
through the foundations of Transcendent Wisdom, especially the primacy of existence, the gradation of
existence, the simplicity of the Necessary Being, and the integrated presence of perfectional attributes in pure
existence (3, 6). This study examines whether Sadra’s philosophical account of the identity of attributes with
the Essence is compatible with religious texts, including Qur’anic teachings, Nahj al-Balaghah, and the
traditions of the Ahl al-Bayt.

The study adopts a descriptive, analytical, and comparative method based on library research. Its primary
philosophical sources are Mulla Sadra’s works, especially al-Asfar al-Arba ‘ah, al-Masha ir, Sharh Usul al-
Kafi, and Mafatih al-Ghayb, while its transmitted textual foundations include the Qur’an, Nahj al-Balaghah,
al-Kafi, al-Tawhid, and other theological and philosophical sources. The theoretical foundation of Sadra’s
doctrine begins with the primacy of existence, according to which external reality is constituted by existence
rather than quiddity; therefore, all real perfections must ultimately be modes, degrees, or expressions of
existence (4). The doctrine of the gradation of existence then explains how the same existential reality can
appear in weak and strong degrees, so that knowledge, power, and life are found in created beings in limited
forms but in the Necessary Being in their highest, unlimited, and most perfect degree (8). The simplicity of
the Divine Essence excludes every form of composition, including composition from possession and privation,
which Sadra regards as the most problematic form of composition (7). Thus, if the Divine Essence lacked any
perfection and acquired it from outside, it would no longer be absolutely simple or absolutely necessary.
Mulla Sadra’s argument for the identity of attributes with the Essence develops through several interrelated
proofs. First, if the perfectional attributes were additional to the Essence, then the Essence in itself would be
devoid of those perfections, and this would imply either deficiency, dependence, or composition, all of which
are impossible for the Necessary Being (8). Second, since existence is graded and the Necessary Being is the
highest and most intense degree of existence, all existential perfections must be present in the Necessary Being
in the most complete manner, without limitation and without multiplicity in the Essence (8). Third, Sadra
applies the philosophical principle that what exists by accident must terminate in what exists by essence: just
as dependent beings terminate in an independent being, dependent instances of knowledge, power, and life
must terminate in knowledge, power, and life by essence, which are nothing other than the Divine Essence (8).
Fourth, because perfectional attributes are proportional to the degree of existence in which they occur, the
attributes of the Necessary Being must be necessary, infinite, and identical with the very reality of divine
existence (6). In this framework, attributes are not separate entities joined to God, nor are they merely
synonymous expressions; rather, they are conceptually distinct but existentially identical realities.

The comparative analysis shows that Sadra’s theory has several precise semantic stages. The first stage is
conceptual distinction: knowledge, power, life, and will are not synonymous concepts, and Sadra explicitly
rejects the reduction of divine attributes to mere verbal synonymy (8). The second stage is referential unity:
although the concepts differ, their external referent in God is one simple reality, so the Divine Essence is
simultaneously knowledge, power, life, and all perfectional attributes without multiplicity (8). The third stage
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is integration, according to which divine attributes are present in the Essence in an integrated and non-
composite manner, similar to the way philosophical secondary intelligibles are abstracted from existence
without existing as separate external entities (6). The fourth stage is concomitance in the ground of predication:
the same existential reality that grounds the attribution of knowledge also grounds the attribution of power and
life (8). The fifth stage is proportionality: since the Divine Essence is infinite and unlimited, the attributes
predicated of it must also be infinite and unlimited, not finite qualities imposed upon an essence (6). This
structure allows Sadra to avoid both exaggeration, which would make all attributes merely synonymous, and
reductionism, which would turn identity into the union of two already actualized realities.

The religious texts examined in this study strongly support the central elements of this philosophical account.
In the traditions, divine names are described as attributes through which God has described Himself, indicating
that names are not arbitrary labels but meaningful indications of divine perfection (11). At the same time, the
traditions repeatedly deny that these attributes are added to the Essence. Imam al-Sadiq states that God has
always been Lord while knowledge is His Essence, hearing is His Essence, sight is His Essence, and power is
His Essence (14). Imam al-Rida similarly affirms that God has always been knowing, powerful, living, eternal,
hearing, and seeing by His Essence (14). These statements correspond directly to Sadra’s doctrine of referential
unity. Other narrations, such as the expressions “luminous in Essence,” “living in Essence,” and “knowing in
Essence,” indicate the integrated presence of attributes in the Essence (14). The narration describing God as
“one in meaning” and without difference in essence or meaning also corresponds to Sadra’s view of
concomitance in the ground of predication (14). Moreover, the theological principle of avoiding both
anthropomorphism and complete negation is reflected in the insistence that God may be known through the
attributes revealed in scripture, while His Essence remains beyond limitation and composition (12, 15).

In conclusion, the findings demonstrate a deep harmony between Mulla Sadra’s philosophical theory of the
identity of Divine Attributes with the Divine Essence and the teachings of Islamic religious texts. Sadra’s
account is not a speculative construction detached from revelation; rather, it provides a rigorous metaphysical
explanation of a truth already expressed in Qur’anic and hadith-based theology. His theory preserves
conceptual plurality without allowing ontological plurality in the Divine Essence, thereby protecting both the
meaningfulness of divine predication and the absolute simplicity of God. The study shows that the doctrine of
identity avoids the problems of attributive addition, such as composition, dependence, and multiplicity, while
also avoiding the negation of divine perfections. It further clarifies that divine attributes must be understood
according to the level of divine existence, not according to the limited manner in which similar attributes
appear in created beings. Therefore, the theory of identity stands as a coherent meeting point between
philosophy and revelation, reason and transmission, metaphysical analysis and scriptural testimony.
