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Abstract

This study examines and analyzes the social and cultural role of the Iranian companions of the Infallible Imams (peace be upon them)
during the Abbasid caliphate, approximately 749-874 CE. The main objective of the study is to identify the various dimensions of these
figures’ agency in areas such as hadith transmission, historiography, theological debates, defense of the doctrinal foundations of Shiism,
service to the community of believers, and engagement with the intellectual and political challenges of the Abbasid period. The present
study was conducted using a descriptive-analytical method based on library research, and, relying on primary historical, hadith, and
biographical sources, evaluates the collected data through historical criticism and content analysis. The findings indicate that the Iranian
companions of the Imams (peace be upon them) were not merely transmitters of hadith; rather, they functioned as active agents in
intellectual, cultural, and social arenas. Figures such as Abt al-Salt al-Haraw1, through the writing of works such as Wafat al-Rida, as well
as Di‘bil al-Khuza T, played an effective role in recording historical events and transmitting the narrative heritage. Moreover, in the field
of theological debates, figures such as ‘Ali ibn Mahziyar and Fadl ibn Shadhan defended the jurisprudential and doctrinal foundations of
Shiism. In addition, this group played a significant role in confronting intellectual deviations, serving the community of believers, and
resisting oppressive rulers. The scholarly efforts of individuals such as Ahmad ibn Muhammad ibn ‘Tsa al-Ash ‘ari and Hasan ibn Sa‘1d al-
Ahwazi were also influential in preserving, compiling, and transmitting Shiite teachings. Consequently, the Iranian companions of the
Shiite Imams in the Abbasid period, through their multidimensional activities, played a decisive role in the consolidation and expansion
of the religious and cultural identity of Shiism.
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Extended Abstract

The Abbasid period, particularly from 749 to 874 CE, represents one of the most formative and complex phases
in early Islamic history, during which political centralization, doctrinal disputes, sectarian formations, and
scholarly networks reshaped the intellectual and social map of the Muslim world. Within this historical context,
the lranian companions of the Shiite Imams occupied a significant position not merely as transmitters of
religious reports, but as active social, cultural, theological, and intellectual agents whose contributions helped
preserve and expand Shiite identity. The presence of Iranian figures in regions such as Khurasan, Qom, Ahvaz,
Rayy, Herat, and western Iran reveals the extent to which Shiism developed through transregional networks of
scholarship, loyalty, debate, and communal service. Earlier biographical and rijali sources record the names,
affiliations, scholarly activities, and doctrinal commitments of many of these figures, indicating that their roles
cannot be reduced to isolated acts of narration or passive discipleship (1, 3, 23). Rather, their activities
demonstrate a broader pattern of engagement with the political and intellectual challenges of the Abbasid age,
including the defense of Imamate, the transmission of hadith, the compilation of historical memory, and
resistance to deviant sectarian tendencies. The historical importance of these companions becomes clearer
when one considers the pressure exerted by Abbasid authorities, the rise of theological schools, and the
emergence of sectarian disputes that threatened the coherence of Imamite belief (16, 28). Accordingly, the
present study seeks to analyze the social and cultural agency of the Iranian companions of the Shiite Imams in
the Abbasid era and to explain how their multidimensional activities contributed to the consolidation of Shiite
religious and cultural identity.

This study is grounded in a descriptive-analytical method and relies on library-based research, with particular
attention to early historical, hadith, bibliographical, and rijali sources. The methodological framework
combines historical criticism with content analysis in order to examine the available reports about Iranian
companions and to situate their activities within the broader socio-political conditions of the Abbasid period.
Works of'rijal, bibliographical catalogues, biographical compilations, and later Shiite historiographical sources
provide essential data for identifying these figures, reconstructing their intellectual profiles, and evaluating
their contributions to Shiite scholarship (2, 31, 33). In this regard, the study does not treat the companions
merely as individual transmitters but as participants in wider networks of knowledge production and communal
leadership. Figures such as Muhammad ibn Khalid al-Bargi al-Qummi, Ahmad ibn Muhammad ibn Isa al-
Ashari, Ali ibn Mahziyar al-Ahwazi, Fadl ibn Shadhan al-Nishaburi, Abu al-Salt al-Harawi, and the Nawbakhti
scholars appear in the sources as individuals whose activities crossed disciplinary boundaries, including hadith
transmission, jurisprudence, theology, historiography, literary production, and political-religious advocacy (6,
15, 21). The research therefore adopts an integrated analytical perspective that connects textual transmission
with social function, showing how scholarly acts such as compiling hadith, writing polemical treatises,
participating in debates, and preserving reports of martyrdom or Imamate were also forms of cultural resistance
and identity formation. This approach enables a more comprehensive understanding of Shiite history in the
Abbasid age by emphasizing the role of Iranian companions as agents within a living religious community
rather than as marginal figures in biographical records.

The findings indicate that historiography and hadith transmission were among the most important fields in
which Iranian companions contributed to the preservation of Shiite memory. Muhammad ibn Khalid al-Barqi
al-Qummi, for example, is reported in rijali and bibliographical sources as a figure associated with Arabic
literature, historical reports, genealogy, and works such as al-Rijal, Tabagat al-Rijal, Kitab al-Jamal, Kitab al-
Tarikh, and other writings attributed to historical and geographical subjects (2, 3). His scholarly profile
suggests that early Shiite intellectual production was not limited to jurisprudential or devotional narration, but
also included the recording of events, persons, places, and communal memories. Similarly, Hasan ibn Said al-
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Ahwazi and Husayn ibn Said al-Ahwazi contributed to the transmission and compilation of Shiite teachings,
with works attributed to them in fields such as virtues, moral instruction, legal traditions, and historical themes
(3, 34). Abu al-Salt al-Harawi, through the work attributed to him on the death of Imam al-Rida, represents
another major example of historical preservation, as his proximity to Imam al-Rida and his testimony regarding
the Abbasid court made his report significant for later Shiite memory (4, 5). Likewise, Dib‘il al-Khuza‘i, as a
poet and companion of the Imams, contributed to the preservation of Shiite sentiment and historical
consciousness through literary and historical production (3, 6). These examples show that the Iranian
companions participated in the formation of a textual and narrative archive through which the virtues of the
Imams, the sufferings of the Shiite community, and the legitimacy of Imamite doctrine were transmitted to
later generations.

Another major dimension of the agency of these companions was their participation in theological debates and
their defense of Imamite doctrine against rival sects and intellectual currents. Ali ibn Mahziyar al-Ahwazi, one
of the prominent companions of Imam al-Rida, Imam al-Jawad, and Imam al-Hadi, appears in the sources as
both a transmitter and a defender of Shiite belief, and his reported debate with Ali ibn Asbat over Fathism
illustrates how doctrinal disputes were addressed through argumentation and referral to the living Imam (1,
10). Fadl ibn Shadhan al-Nishaburi was likewise one of the most important Shiite theologians of the third
century CE, known for his argumentative ability and his writings on Imamate, occultation, and doctrinal
refutation (13, 15). His works on al-Ghaybah and related topics demonstrate the importance of rational and
transmitted proofs in preparing the Shiite community for the doctrinal challenges surrounding the occultation
of the Twelfth Imam (2, 27). Husayn ibn Ashkib al-Khurasani also emerges as a scholar skilled in debate,
especially in discussions concerning the legitimacy of Imamate and the truth of Shiite doctrine (11, 12). In
Baghdad and other intellectual centers, Ismail ibn Ali ibn Ishag al-Nawbakhti contributed to the development
of rational Imamite theology and participated in debates with figures associated with Mu ‘tazilite and mystical
or heterodox tendencies, including discussions on the occultation of Imam al-Mahdi (2, 14). These cases reveal
that theological disputation was not a peripheral activity; it was a central mechanism through which Shiite
scholars clarified doctrine, responded to ambiguity, and protected the community from fragmentation.

The study also shows that the Iranian companions played a decisive role in confronting ideological deviations,
serving the Shiite community, and resisting unjust political authority. During the Abbasid era, the emergence
of groups such as the Ghulat, Wagifites, Fathites, Hashwiyya, Qadariyya, and Murji’a created a complicated
doctrinal environment in which the boundaries of Imamite belief had to be continuously defended (17, 20).
Figures such as Ibrahim ibn Shibah al-Kashani and Abu Yahya al-Jurjani are presented in the sources as actors
who challenged extremist or deviant tendencies and wrote against intellectual currents that were perceived as
threatening to authentic Shiite doctrine (15, 19). Ahmad ibn Muhammad ibn Isa al-Ashari al-Qummi also
played an important role in confronting Wagifism and Ghuluww, particularly through his direct relationship
with the Imams and his position in the scholarly community of Qom (1, 22). Beyond intellectual struggle, the
companions’ agency included ethical and social service. The account of Ahmad ibn Muhammad ibn Khalid
al-Barqi’s intervention on behalf of a distressed believer illustrates how service to fellow Shiites was
understood as an extension of Imamite ethics and a means of strengthening communal bonds (25). Political
resistance is also evident in the report concerning Yaqub ibn Ishaq al-Sikkit, whose defense of the superiority
of the Prophet’s household before the Abbasid caliph al-Mutawakkil became an emblem of loyalty,
truthfulness, and martyr-like resistance (26). These examples demonstrate that the agency of Iranian
companions extended from textual scholarship to lived ethical conduct, communal protection, and
confrontation with oppressive authority.

In conclusion, the Iranian companions of the Shiite Imams during the Abbasid period were multidimensional
agents whose activities shaped the intellectual, social, cultural, and religious development of Shiism. Their
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contributions cannot be adequately understood if they are viewed only as transmitters of isolated reports;
rather, they must be recognized as scholars, debaters, historians, theologians, community servants, and
defenders of Imamite identity. Through the compilation and transmission of hadith, the preservation of
historical memory, participation in theological disputation, confrontation with deviant sects, service to
believers, and resistance to unjust rulers, they helped stabilize Shiite belief at a time of intense political pressure
and doctrinal uncertainty. The study concludes that these Iranian figures played a foundational role in the
continuity and expansion of Shiite religious culture, especially by linking loyalty to the Imams with knowledge
production, communal responsibility, and ethical action. Their legacy demonstrates that early Shiite identity
was not formed solely through doctrinal statements, but through a sustained network of scholarly, social, and
cultural practices that preserved the teachings of the Imams and transmitted them across generations. Thus,
examining their agency provides a more nuanced understanding of the Abbasid period and reveals the central
place of Iranian companions in the formation, defense, and historical endurance of Shiite civilization.
