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Abstract

Qualitative methodology has emerged as one of the most influential approaches for studying social phenomena; however, its application
without adequate attention to its philosophical and sociological foundations may reduce qualitative inquiry to a set of technical data
collection procedures. This article examines the relationship between the philosophy of sociology and qualitative methodology and
explores how this relationship contributes to a reconceptualization of the research field. The study adopts an analytical-interpretive
approach based on a review of classical and contemporary works in the philosophy of sociology, interpretive sociology, and qualitative
research methodology. The findings indicate that social reality, within interpretive and phenomenological traditions, is not a fixed and
independent entity but is continuously constituted through social interaction, lived experience, and processes of meaning-making.
Accordingly, the research field should be understood not merely as a site for gathering data but as a dynamic arena in which meanings are
produced and reproduced, where structure and agency interact, and where social knowledge is constructed. The analysis further
demonstrates that major qualitative methods, including interviews, ethnography, and discourse analysis, should be viewed as interpretive
and intersubjective processes rather than neutral research techniques. In these processes, the researcher actively participates in the
production of knowledge and cannot be separated from the field under investigation. The article highlights the central importance of
researcher reflexivity and argues that critical reflection on one’s assumptions, position, and influence is a necessary condition for
generating valid social understanding. Finally, a conceptual framework is proposed that integrates meaning, structure, agency, the research
field, and reflexivity as interconnected dimensions of qualitative inquiry. This framework offers a basis for strengthening qualitative
research practices and advancing a more critical, contextual, and philosophically informed understanding of social reality.
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Extended Abstract

The present article examines the application of the philosophy of sociology to qualitative methodology by
rethinking the research field as a dynamic, interpretive, and socially constituted space rather than a neutral site
for data collection. The central problem addressed in this study is that many qualitative studies, particularly in
sociological research, employ interviews, observation, ethnography, discourse analysis, and coding procedures
as technical instruments while insufficiently reflecting on the ontological and epistemological assumptions that
make these methods meaningful. Classical positivist sociology attempted to establish social inquiry according
to the model of natural science, treating social facts as external and observable realities (1, 2). However,
interpretive sociology challenged this assumption by arguing that social reality cannot be understood apart
from meaning, intentionality, lived experience, and the interpretive orientation of actors (3, 4). In this regard,
qualitative methodology is not merely a methodological alternative to quantitative inquiry; rather, it is
grounded in a distinct philosophical understanding of society, knowledge, and human action. The article
therefore argues that the philosophy of sociology provides the conceptual horizon through which qualitative
methods can be redefined as processes of meaning production, reflexive interpretation, and situated knowledge
construction (5, 7).

The theoretical foundation of the article is built on the intersection of interpretive sociology, phenomenology,
critical realism, structuration theory, and reflexive social theory. Weber’s concept of meaningful social action
establishes that sociological understanding requires attention to the subjective meaning actors attach to their
conduct (3), while Schutz’s phenomenology of the social world extends this insight by showing that everyday
reality is constituted through intersubjective experience, typifications, and shared stocks of knowledge (4, 8).
Husserl’s phenomenology further clarifies the importance of consciousness, intentionality, and the appearance
of phenomena within experience (21). At the same time, Bhaskar’s critical realism introduces the idea that
social reality is layered and cannot be reduced either to observable events or to subjective interpretations alone
(17, 18). Giddens’ theory of structuration contributes to this discussion by explaining the duality of structure:
social structures both constrain and enable action, while actors reproduce or transform these structures through
practice (9, 35). Archer’s realist theory and her later work on reflexivity also clarify how agency, structure,
and internal conversation interact in the formation of social action (19, 20). Together, these perspectives
demonstrate that qualitative methodology must address meaning, agency, structure, temporality, and
reflexivity as inseparable dimensions of social inquiry.

The study conceptualizes the research field as a multilayered, multidimensional, and fluid space in which
meanings are produced through interaction between participants, researchers, social structures, cultural codes,
and discursive formations. From this perspective, the field is not simply an empirical location but a relational
and epistemic space where data are generated rather than merely gathered. This argument is consistent with
Denzin and Lincoln’s view that qualitative inquiry studies phenomena in their natural settings and seeks to
understand them in terms of the meanings people bring to them (5). It also corresponds with Geertz’s
interpretive anthropology, in which culture is understood as a web of meanings that requires thick description
rather than surface-level behavioral reporting (25). The article emphasizes that the researcher’s presence in the
field is never neutral, because the researcher’s questions, language, theoretical assumptions, social position,
and relationship with participants shape the conditions under which narratives and data emerge. Bourdieu’s
concepts of field, habitus, and capital are useful in showing that both participants and researchers occupy
structured social positions that influence perception, action, and representation (10). Similarly, Goffman’s
analysis of self-presentation in everyday life shows that participants’ narratives and performances are shaped
by interactional contexts, audience expectations, and identity management (26). Thus, the research field should
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be treated as a site of negotiated meaning, symbolic performance, structural constraint, and interpretive
reconstruction.

The article further redefines major qualitative methods in light of the philosophy of sociology. Qualitative
interviews are interpreted not as instruments for extracting information from respondents but as intersubjective
encounters in which meaning is co-constructed through dialogue, memory, trust, silence, narrative, and the
social relationship between researcher and participant. This position is supported by interpretive sociology’s
insistence that human action must be understood through the actor’s own meaning-world (3, 30). Ethnography
is also redefined as a dialogical and interpretive practice rather than a neutral description of culture. Following
Geertz, ethnography requires attention to symbolic systems, contextual meanings, and the layered
interpretation of everyday practices (25). Discourse analysis is similarly understood not as a simple linguistic
technique but as an inquiry into the social production of meaning, identity, legitimacy, and power. Habermas’
theory of communicative action reveals the centrality of language and communication in social understanding
(24), while broader philosophies of social science show that discourse is tied to institutions, knowledge,
authority, and social order (6, 27). Constructivist grounded theory and thematic analysis are also reconsidered
as interpretive processes in which categories do not mechanically emerge from raw data but are constructed
through the researcher’s theoretical sensitivity, comparative analysis, and reflexive engagement with the field
(22, 23). Therefore, the methodological implication of the article is that qualitative methods should be
practiced as philosophically informed, reflexive, and context-sensitive procedures.

A major contribution of the article is its emphasis on researcher reflexivity as an epistemological condition of
qualitative validity. Reflexivity is not treated merely as a personal or ethical recommendation but as a central
requirement for producing credible social knowledge. The researcher must continuously examine how his or
her theoretical assumptions, social background, language, values, and interactional conduct influence data
generation and interpretation. Archer’s theory of reflexivity is especially important in this regard because it
explains how actors evaluate their conditions, concerns, and possible courses of action through internal
deliberation (20). In qualitative inquiry, this means that researchers must become aware of their own
interpretive location within the field. Flyvbjerg’s critique of abstract and decontextualized social science also
supports the need for situated, practice-oriented, and contextually sensitive inquiry (29). In the Iranian context,
this reflexive requirement becomes particularly significant because qualitative research often imports
methodological procedures without sufficiently adapting them to local cultural, institutional, linguistic, and
epistemic conditions. Ghaneirad’s work on the sociology of knowledge in Iran highlights the importance of
understanding the social conditions of knowledge production (11), and Fakouhi’s applied anthropology
emphasizes the necessity of contextual sensitivity in studying Iranian society (12). Accordingly, the article
proposes that qualitative research in Iran should move beyond formal adoption of methods and toward
philosophically grounded inquiry that integrates lived experience, cultural context, structural analysis, and
researcher reflexivity.

In conclusion, the article argues that applying the philosophy of sociology to qualitative methodology deepens
the epistemological, theoretical, and practical foundations of qualitative inquiry. It shows that qualitative
methodology cannot be reduced to interviews, coding, observation, or textual analysis, because these
procedures become scientifically meaningful only when their philosophical assumptions are clarified. The
research field must be understood as a living space of meaning production, not as a passive container of data.
Social actors do not merely report reality; they interpret, perform, negotiate, and reconstruct it within specific
cultural and structural contexts. Likewise, researchers do not simply collect data; they participate in the
formation, interpretation, and representation of social knowledge.
